LICENSEE agrees that it will
make every reasanable effort to provide the same high level of service to customers including the
handling of all customer returns, inquiries and complaints in a timely and appropriate fashion. Any
returns, inguiries or complaims corcerning the LICENSED ARTICLES which are referred to
OWNER will be forwarded promptly to the LICENSEE for handling. LICENSEE will exercise its
best efforts promptly to resolve any consumer complaints regarding the quality or performance of
any LICENSED ARTICLE, and shall periodically report such complaints and their resolution to
OWNER.
